Sabina Alkire is Director of the Oxford Poverty and Human Development Initiative.  Formerly Research Fellow at the Global Equity Initiative at Harvard University she has also worked for the World Bank, at the United Nations, and with Oxfam, and with Mother Theresa in India.  She is ordained in the Church of England.

Richard Chartres is the Bishop of London. Formerly Chaplain to Robert Runcie, Archbishop of Canterbury, Professor of Divinity at Gresham College, and a parish priest in London, he was consecrated Bishop of Stepney in 1992 and Bishop of London in 1996.  He speaks on behalf of the House of  Bishops on environmental issues. 

Tim Gorringe is Professor of Theological Studies at Exeter University. Previously he has worked in parish ministry, teaching theology at Tamil Nadu Theological Seminary, St John’s College Oxford and St Andrews University.  His books include Fair Shares: Ethics and the Global Economy and Harvest: Food, Farming and the Churches.

Alister McGrath is Professor of Theology, Ministry, and Education, King’s College London, having previously been Professor of Historical Theology at Oxford University. He has long been involved in theological education, and is the author of some of the world’s most widely used theological textbooks, including the bestselling Christian Theology: An Introduction (Blackwell), now in its fourth edition.  

Nigel Kirkup Director of Development at St Paul’s Cathedral, and was formerly a fundraiser in several national arts organisations. He is ordained in the Church of England.

Lucy Winkett is Canon Precentor of St Paul’s Cathedral, with responsibility for music and liturgy. She has degrees in history, music and theology, and writes, speaks and debates on a wide range of issues reflecting on culture, gender and religion. She has  contributed to Why I am Still An Anglican and Seven Words for Three Hours, and is a founder adviser to the theological think tank Theos.
